MUSIC TUITION

West Essex Music Cooperative and Redbridge Music Service offers music tuition at our school for a
range of instruments and singing, catering to all abilities. Furthermore, they also provide preparation
for graded exams, concerts, competitions, and auditions. Their services are provided by experienced

and qualified professionals.

They offer individual and group lessons in -

Cello, piano, guitar, saxophone, drums, trumpet, voice (singing), clarinet, flute, violin, viola and so
much more. ..

These lessons are completed in school on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays. A 20-
minute session with a Wemco Tutor, once a week, will cost £134 per term and for a 30 min session,
once a week, it will cost £200 per term. Redbridge Music Service also offer sessions their prices can
be accessed through the sign-up page here. They offer 15, 20 and 30min sessions at our school
throughout lesson times.

ACTING & PUBLIC SPEAKING TUITION

Zoe Pilgrim offers LAMDA accredited acting and public speaking tuition at our school for a range of
different styles, skills and interests, catering to all abilities. Furthermore, they also provide
preparation for graded exams, performances, competitions, and auditions. Specifically, they offer
sessions in acting, speaking verse and prose, reading for performance, speaking in public and
Shakespeare. These sessions can enable students to obtain bronze, silver or gold medals, UCAS points
and a range of other transferable skills. For further information about these courses, please see the
following table on the next page. These sessions are not only helpful for students acting abilities but
also their required understanding of English GCSE Shakespeare texts and general public speaking.
These lessons are completed in school on a Monday and Tuesday for 30 min. For a 30-minute
session, once a week, it will cost £16 per session.
